     ENGLISH AS A NEW LANGUAGE LICENSE FOR CATHOLIC EDUCATORS

(in some states: English as a Second Language)

In July, 2006, the Alliance for Catholic Education (ACE) Program at the University of Notre Dame began offering a new license pattern for those who wish to have skill in teaching English language learners (ELL) and to add this certification to their licenses.  The program is only open to teachers or administrators in Catholic schools, or ACE graduates teaching in foreign countries, with at least 10% ELLs.

Eligibility

Beginning in the summer of 2007, this program will be open to all licensed Catholic schoolteachers and administrators and to ACE graduates teaching in foreign countries.  

Curriculum

18 credit hours:  6 credits in a two-week summer session here at ND must be taken prior to enrolling in other courses.  The summer coursework is followed by an internet course and practicum (unsupervised but with product requirements) in the fall (3 credits each), and an internet course and practicum in the spring.  Candidates may complete licensure in one year, or may take internet courses one year and practicum courses the following year.  Practicum courses may be done in any Catholic school or foreign school with at least 10% English language learners.

Licensure

The program leads to an Indiana license of “Teachers of Students of a New Language” (IN’s wording).  In checking reciprocity, we find this should be reciprocal in most states that have an ESL or ELL license.  Information is available upon request.

Cost

For this particular license pattern, we plan to charge a one-time fee of $4,000 for the eighteen credit hour program and for room and board during the summer.   AmeriCorps awards could be used for this, and cost can be spread out over the course of the program.

Scholarship Options (these can be cumulative up to a total of $1500)

· Any Catholic school teacher who has more than $10,000 in undergraduate loans: $500

Note: Loan document required for verification 

· Any Catholic school teacher who has more than $15,000 in undergraduate loans: $1,000

Note: Loan document required for verification

· Any teacher in a Catholic school that receives Title I services or an ACE School: $1,000

Note: School’s NCEA report required for verification

· Any teacher who has taught in Catholic schools for five or more years: $1,000 

Requirements

1. Complete application by February 29th.  Upon acceptance, applicants will also be required to complete on line application for summer session.  More details for that will follow.

2. If requesting a partial scholarship for any of the reasons above, send verification documents by May 1st.

3. Prior to July 1st, the principal notification form for participation in the practicum program must be completed and sent to ACE Educational Outreach.
