WHAT TO BRING TO ND THIS SUMMER
Attire
· The dorms do NOT have air conditioning and depending on what Mother Nature has in store, it can get pretty hot.  Bring cool, casual, comfortable clothing to wear for classes.  

· You will do a lot of walking around campus, so pack comfortable shoes.

· Bring one, but not more than two, nicer outfits just in case you want them.  
· There are coin operated washing machines and dryers in the dorms, so you can do laundry while you’re here.

· You will have an empty dresser and wardrobe for your use.   You might want to throw in a hanger or two, if they’re easy to pack.

Bedding & Toiletries

· Twin sheets are provided, but most people prefer the feel of their own to the somewhat rough ones provided by the university.  If you already have extra-long sheets bring them, it will be easier to get them on the bed.
· A pillow is provided, but bring one if you prefer the feel of your own.  

· Pack towels.

· Bring a pair of flip-flops or other shoes that can be worn in the shower.

· A blanket is provided, but with the summer heat you likely won’t need it.

· Bring a simple shower caddy to carry what you need to the showers.  If you forgot any toiletries (shampoo, toothpaste, etc…), they can be purchased at the convenience store in the student center.  But, the selection is very limited.

· If you can’t live without your hairdryer, bring it.

Transportation

· If you are flying, you can fly directly into South Bend Regional Airport and take a cab to campus.  Or, you can fly into either O’Hare or Midway airports in Chicago and take the Coach USA bus from the airport to the Notre Dame bookstore.  The trip takes approximately 3 hrs. and is relatively inexpensive (one-way $35; round trip $58).  Often, if you have the time, flying into Chicago can save a bit of money.  
· If you choose to drive, parking is available and free in one of the campus parking lots.  

· You will find there is not much need to drive for the two weeks you’re on campus.  You will walk from the dorms to class to the dining hall, etc…
