Now the dwelling of God is with people, and he will live with them. They will be his
people and God himself will be with them and be their God. He will wipe every tear
from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old
order of things has passed away. He who was seated on the throne said, “I am making
everything new!” Then he said, “Write this down, for these words are trustworthy and
true.”

God promised to make all things new again. It's a constant promise made by God, from
the lips of Isaiah to the triumphant cry of Christ risen from the dead: "Behold, | make all
things new." The ability to make things new again, even better than the original
creation, is a prerogative of God. God Himself is ever new—He never ages for He is
eternal.

[So too with the Church, and] with each one of us, her members...We have God’s divine
life within us. We walk in newness of life...destined to sing a new song of praise to God
forevermore.
